We a0 discussed the Open AccessModd and a
history of its beginnings and the intent behind it.
Linda expressed that it isimportant that Libraries and
Universities support this new model; and invest in
ingtitutional memberships with publishers, such as
BioMed Central. She went on to describe her
experience with promoting Open Access. If you
would like to read more about this endeavor, her
recently published article: Exploring new ways of
publishing: alibrary-faculty partnership.

So what is our responsibility as Librarians?
Lindastated it well on one of her dides“...librarians
have aresponsibility to become fully informed,
understand dl perspectives and participate in the
nationa didog.”

It isimportant that we learn the pros and cons of
Open Access, and that we learn what the
misconceptions are, what the benefits are, and why
publishers and scholars may be reluctant to accept this
new model. We need to educate ourselves and be
prepared to explain the benefits of this new model of
publishing.

Linda sdiscussion nicely paired with apanel of
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four our own NCNM LG members who have
publishing experience. Our four illustrious panel
memberswere:

Christopher Stave— Online and Instructional
Services Coordinator at Lane Medica Library,
Stanford. Hewrote “Field Guide to Medline: Making
Searching Simple.” Christopher gave usalively, and
very candid description of his dealings with the
publisher Lippincott, Williams & Wilkins.

JoAnne Boorkman —Head of the Carlson
Hedlth Sciences Library, UC Davis. JoAnneis one of
the editors of “Introduction to Reference Sourcesin
Hedlth Sciences.” JoAnne discussed the differences
between publishing in the 1980 s and publishing now.
She discussed what it was like to collaborate with
Fred Roper and other Librarians.

Dr. David Owen — Education Coordinator for
Basic Sciences at the Kalmanovitz Library, UCSF.
Dr. Owen’s book “The Herba Internet Companion”,
has won an outstanding book award 2002 from the
International Herb Association. David discussed the
joys of working on alabor of love, and that writing a
book about something that you areredly interested in
is both fun and challenging. When asked how he finds
timeto write, “He said on weekends and nights’, He
aso said not to worry so much about your grammear,
spdlling, etc. The copy editorswill find al your flaws,
and will be happy to tell you how to correct them.

UCLA’s David Geffen School of Medicine and
UCSF s Kamanovitz Library and the Center for
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K nowledge Management have been awarded
$250,000 in October 2003 from the Nationa Library
of Medicine (NLM) to develop a system for managing
multimedia assets for educationa use within heath
sciencesingtitutions. Gail Pergly is co-investigator
with Sebastian Uijtdehaage, Assistant Professor of
Medicine, UCLA School of Medicine. The three-year
Information Systems grant beginsimmediately.

The overdl
objective of this
project isto develop a
multimedia assets

management system

for use by hedlth
science educational ingtitutions. The function of the
system isto foster sharing of multimedia teaching
materia swithin health science educationa institutions
and to facilitate use of these materialsin the curricula.
The project builds on the work of the Hedlth
Education Assets Library (HEAL), anationa
repository of health education teaching resources
(http://www.heal central .org), to create a user-friendly
and portableingtitutional system that will alow
faculty to build, manage and distribute personal
collections efficiently. It would greatly improve
access to hedlth sciences educationa materiasfor
health sciences faculty. The system will interoperate
with HEAL and will have toolsthat enable usersto
contribute multimedia to the HEAL national

repository.

The functional design of the system will be
created using input from teaching faculty at three
ingtitutions: (1) University of California, San
Francisco; (2) David Geffen School of Medicine at
UCLA; and (3) CharlesR. Drew University of
Medicine and Science. These three ingtitutions will
serve as pilot development sites for the new
application. The application will be implemented and
tested at UCSF and UCLA in 2005. The application,
source code, metadata schema, documentation, and
training materials will be rel eased to the health
sciences education community for free use at other
ingtitutions. Impact and outcome will be evaluated in
the following year.

But
they often have no effective tools for managing that
content. The collections are unavailable for othersto
use and faculty are struggling with unwieldy
homegrown solutions. The first phase of this project is
aneeds assessment to determine more specifically
what functiondity faculty need. We hope that we can
solve some of the problemsthey arefacing.”

Four Health Sciences Libraries Received Nearly
$1.5 Million in IMLS Fundsto Recruit Future
Librarians.

The Ingtitute of Museum and Library Services
(IMLS) recently announced twenty-seven awards
totaling nearly $10 million in grantsto recruit the next
generation of information science professionals.
Almost $1.5 million of these grant monies has been
awarded to further health science librarianship.

The programsinclude: Educating the Next
Generation of Academic Library Professionds, a
dynamic program at the University of North Carolina
at Chapd Hill School of Information and Library
Science, will recruit and support five doctora students
to learn about and address academic research issues.
MLA President-elect, Joanne Gard Marshall, AHIP,
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dean and professor of the schoal, will serve as
program director.

One of thefive doctora candidates will be a
health sciences information student and will work
with MLA President, Patricia L. Thibodeau, associate
dean for library services, Medical Center Library,
Duke University, Durham, NC and MLA Past-
President Carol Jenkins, library director, Hedlth
Sciences Library, University of North Caroling,
Chape Hill.

The Eskind Biomedica Library, Vanderbilt
University, Nashville, TN, in cooperation with the
University of Pittsburgh School of Library and
Information Science, received a grant to fund up to
fifteen graduate students to participate in the model
internship program, Health Sciences Librarian Pre-
Professiona Integrated Learning, which aimsto
bridge the distance between library staff and health
care professionas. MLA member Nunzia Bettinsoli
Giuse, AHIP, library director, Eskind Biomedical
Library isthe project director.

MLA member Martha A. Bedard, associate
dean and director, Medical Sciences Library, Texas
A&M University, College Station, TX will serve as
project director for An Innovative Partnership to
Recruit and Educate Health Information Professionals
for the 21st Century, arecruitment and teaching
model to recruit ten diverse undergraduate students
into health sciences librarianship. The Medica
Sciences Library a Texas A&M University will run
the program in partnership with the University of
North Texas School of Library and Information
Sciences.

Through a grant funded for the Recruitment and
Education of University Librariansin Sciences and
Health Sciences program, the faculty and academic
practioners at the University of lowa Libraries, lowa
City, 1A will provide nine studentsin the sciences and
health sciences librarianship with quality education
followed by an assistantship in one of three mgor
university library systems.

MLA has enthusiastically supported IMLS®
initiative, "Recruiting and Educating Librarians for the
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21< Century,” a competitive grant program promoting
the recruitment and education of librarian. Based on
1990 census data, more than 50% of professional
librarians will reach retirement age between 2005 and
2019, creating aneed for more than 50,000 new
librarians.

New health scienceslibrarianship professonas
aredso critically needed. MLA reportsthat the
percentage of its members under age 40 has dropped
from 51% in 1983 to 20.7 percent in 2001, while at
the same time, the demand for medicd librarians has
increased. In recent years, MLA has undertaken
several new initiativesto address the problem such as
providing scholarships and continuing education
opportunities, creating amentoring program,
establishing recruitment committees and task forces,
and publishing English and Spanish career materials.
